The official U.S. citizenship process requires that participants must be at least 18
years old and have been a lawful permanent resident (“green card” holder) for five
years (or for three years if married to a U.S. citizen). In addition, applicants must pass
a civics test, take the oath of allegiance to the United States, and demonstrate “good
moral character.” They must also be able to read, write and speak English in order to
meet the requirements for citizenship. The Citizenship Day will help prepare individuals
for this process with informational sessions and helpful advice from professional
immigration lawyers.
